	The Chairperson closed the meeting at 7.15pm.
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This past year, (April 2017 to March 2018), has again been a busy year for the Parish
Counil that has seen changes to audit practice, and also greater external pressures from
both the borough council and county council in trying to divest themselves of responsibility to

deliver services because of a shortfall in their government funding.

1 would like to take this opportunity to thank all my colleagues on the Parish Council for their
help, support and vital input over the previous year

1. Planning Applications
Over the past twelve months the Parish Council has dealt with twenty two individual planning
applications, eight from Thorpe Satchville, thirteen from Twyford and one from John O
Gaunt. Most have been approved, both by the Parish Council and the borough council
without objection and have been given permission to proceed.

‘The applications are as follows

horpe Satchville

Construction of a manege, 1 application; Bilding extensions, 4 applications; Crowning of
trees under TPO, 2 applications; New build (3 dwellings), 1 application.

The application for the new build (3 dwellings) off Church Walk was refused.
The application for change of use for the Fox Inn was refused by government inspector.

The application for a wind turbine at Hall Farm was finally approved by the Secretary of
State.

New build, 1 application; Building extensions, 6 applications; Retrospective application for
buildings at front of premises, 1 application; Change of use (shop), 1 application.

‘Those mentioned above do not include amendments/ revisions to previous applications that
came back before the Parish Council.

All the above were approved.
The following are still undecided and awaiting determination — Construction of barn, 1

application; Erection of a storage building, 1 application; Application for Home Farm site;
Application for land south of Home Farm.
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Twyford has seen an unprecedented number of applications for new build that will see the
village grow in size by approximately 25%. At the time of the applications, the borough
council could not demonstrate enough development land in the Local Plan. This has now
been remedied therefore the Parish Council believes that no more development, either
brownfield, green field or infill shouid be allowed within this village.

Enforcement — There have been two enforcement notices issued by the borough councilfor
misdemeanours within the parish of Twyford. One has been resolved by retrospective
planning permission, the other requires a resident to remove a mobile home from land
without planning permission and desisting from using it as living accommodation.

2. Community Response Plan.

The parish Community Response Plan was approved by the Parish Council and also by
Eniola Ogundeko, Resilience Officer at LLR Prepared. The risk assessment in relation to
villagers at risk of potential harm in the event of a major failing in services is still to be carried
out, this will be completed within the next two months.

3. Internal and external audits.

‘The Parish Council continues to be financially resilient. This has resulted in both internal &
external audits going through unqualified. The council extends its thanks to the clerk, Mr P
Challoner for all his hard work both in compiling the paperwork for audits and also for his
unstinting work carried out throughout the year on behalf of the council.

4. Allotments
Al allotments were allocated during the financial year. The recent increase in rents for the
allotments by the landowner could potentially have an impact on take up, this will need
monitoring closely to ensure the Parish Council does not become liable for the lost income.
5. Purchases and donations

The Parish Council purchased a new noticeboard for Thorpe Satchville this financial year. It
is proposed a new noticeboard will be purchased for Twyford in the coming financial year.

Donations were made to the following organisations:

Twyford Village Playing Field Committee - £500
St Michaels Church — Annual Donation - £130
St Andrews Church — Annual Donation - £150

6. Rural Broadband

Both villages are now connected to fibre broadband. This is having a positive impact through
higher speeds delivered to residents, making it easier to run businesses in the rural
community.

7. Introduction of the GDPR.

The repeal and replacement of the Data Protection Act with the General Data Protection
Regulation has the potential to increase both cost and workioad of the Parish Council.
Currently, the government is reviewing the requirement for Parish Councils to have a Data
Manager, itis muted that an amendment will be made to the act. Areas have been identified
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by the Parish Council that will have to be addressed to make the council compliant with the
new act.

8. Local Infrastructure

The Parish Council has again this year had to deal with blocked gulleys/ drains, the county
council have been notified and responded to our requests for work to be carried out.

The Environment Agency carried out de-siting work of the Gaddesby Brook by the bridge in
Twyford in October 2017. This seems to have had a positive impact on the flow of water in
the brook and the reduced level of water backing up through the village.

There are stil questions as to whether the sewerage system in Twyford will be capable of
taking all the new development. The Chairman will again follow this up with Severn Trent to
ensure the infrastructure is adequate before building work commences.
