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Twyford and Thorpe Satchville Annual Parish Meeting
Chairman’s Report

Twyford Village Hall
Tuesday 21 May 2019
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This past year, (April 2018 to March 2019), has again been a busy year for the Parish
Council. The council is still under external pressure from the county council who are trying to
divest themselves of responsibility to deliver services because of a shortfall in their
government funding. There is also the worry that the County Council are still pursuing their
proposal for a unitary authority for Leicestershire at the expense of borough councils. This
would, if adopted, affect local representation and increase demand for parish councils to do
more.

1 would like to take this opportunity to thank all my colleagues on the Parish Council for their
help, support and vital input over the previous year

1. Planning Applications
Over the past twelve months the Parish Council has dealt with eighteen planning
applications, six from Thorpe Satchville and twelve from Twyford. Most have been approved,
both by the Parish Council and the borough council without objection and have been given
permission to proceed.
The applications are as follows

Thorpe Satchvill

There have been 2 applications for new build four bedroomed properties. Building
extensions, 1 application; 1 discharge of conditions and 1 removal of a condition.

The application for the new build (3 dwellings) off Church Walk eventually went to
government inspector and again was refused.

The application for change of use for the Fox Inn was refused by government inspector.

There has been an application for change of use for a domestic property in Thorpe
Satchile.

Twyford

There have been 8 applications for development during the past year. New build, 1
application + 3 ammendments; Building extensions, 2 applications with 1 still undecided; 2
new barns; 1 application for erection of stone sculpture + 1 new timber store; There have
also been 2 non material amendments, 1 variation of conditions with 2 discharge of
conditions made.

The following are still undecided and awaiting determination ~ Construction of 2 new houses
in Thorpe Satchville; Change of use of domestic property, 1 application: Building extensions
1 application for Twyford.
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Enforcement — The Parish Council are still waiting to see if the borough council will
implement the enforcement notice that requires a resident to remove a mobile home from
land without planning permission at John OGaunt and desist from using it as living
accommodation. A planning application has now been lodged for this proposal.

2. Internal and external audits.

‘The Parish Council continues to be financially resilient. This has resulted in both internal &
external audits going through unqualified. The council extends its thanks to the clerk, Mr P
Challoner for all his hard work both in compiling the paperwork for audits and also for his
unstinting work carried out throughout the year on behalf of the council.

3. Allotments

All allotments were allocated during the financial year. The increase in rents the previous
year does not seem to have had a detrimental effect upon take up, this will need monitoring
closely to ensure the Parish Council does not become liable for the lost income.

4. Purchases and donations

The Parish Council has given approval for the parish noticeboard in Twyford to be repaired.
A new noticeboard was purchased and installed at Thorpe Satchville.

Donations were made to the following organisations:

St Michaels Church — Annual Donation - £130
St Andrews Church — Annual Donation - £190

5. Introduction of the GDPR.

The repeal and replacement of the Data Protection Act with the General Data Protection
Regulation was thought to have the potential to increase both cost and workload of the
Parish Council. This has not been the case, central government has deferred a decision on
its application to parish councils and is consulting with relevant bodies.

6. Local Infrastructure

The Parish Council has again this year had to deal with blocked gulleys/ drains; the county
council have been notified and responded to our requests for work to be carried out. There
are still some gulleys that require further work, these have been placed on the county
council's list of to do jobs.

The Environment Agency carried out de-silting work of the Gaddesby Brook by the bridge in
Twyford in October 2017. This initially seemed to have had a positive impact on the flow of
water in the brook and the reduced level of water backing up through the village, but
according to reports, the brook is silting up again. Remedial work will need to be carried out.

The development on land south of Tilton Road is now nearing completion. The developers
were forced to install a storage facility for rainwater and surface water to delay release into
the brook.
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Western Power have carried out work to upgrade underground cables in Twyford. The new
development south of Tilton Road is now connected, new cabling near Kingfisher Close has
been installed.

The sewerage system in Twyford will be capable of taking all the new developments planned
but there are stil concerns with the pumping station during periods of very heavy rainfall.
Sewage has been identified flowing into the brook from the outfall pipe from the station. The
Chairman willfollow this up with Severn Trent to ensure the infrastructure is adequate before
any further development work takes place.

‘The Parish Council has had installed new LED lights in both villages. This was forced upon
the council by changes to regulations for the manufacture of fluorescent lights by the
European Union. This necessitated the increase in precept to cover the costs over the next
five years.

A developer has come forward with plans to provide new housing and a new public house/
restaurant for Thorpe Satchville that replaces The Fox Inn. After a very successful meeting
With the residents, who unanimously approved the proposal, the developer is now moving
forward with architectural drawings ready for submission for planning permission.

7. Finance

Additional monies have had to be set aside because of new charges applied to the parish
council by the borough council for local and parish elections. The extra money required was
covered by the increase in precept.

There are rumours that central government will cap the amount of any extra money that can
be raised through the precept. | believe the proposal will be in line with percentage limits set
on borough and county councils o it is important, when we ook at the budget later in the.

year, that any additional expenditure s identified and included in the precept for 2020/2021.
