		i]	Gaddesby Brook – The Environment Agency have agreed to take action to prevent further silting and are willing to attend a Parish Council meeting if required.
		ii]	Damaged Gate – LCC have agreed to replace the gate on Tilton Road, Twyford but the Parish will be responsible for repairs in the future.
		iii]	Electricity supply/ Twyford – On inspection it has been determined that there is sufficient supply to Twyford and an upgraded transformer is planned for the near future.

The total
	cost is £14,141.00 plus 2% admin fee and VAT, which we can claim reclaim, payable over 
	5 years.   There would be a saving of approximately £1,000.00 pa after conversion.   
	Finance would be by an increased precept which will have a slight impact on Council Tax 
	during the repayment period.   Agreed to proceed.
		ii]	Addition to footpath D66 – Members noted the proposed addition to the rear
	of Ivy House Farm, Twyford.   Details are on the notice board and comments can be 
	received up to 20th September 2018.
		iii]	Risk Management Report 2018 – Approved without change.

		v]	Parish Council Elections 2019 – MBC have notified the Parish that from 
	2019 the cost of providing elections will be recovered from the Parish.   For contested
	wards this would be approximately £430 per ward and for uncontested wards 
	approximately £100 per ward.   It was agreed to increase the precept for 2019/20 by £860
	to cover such costs.
